4. [2 POINTS] Describe generally the pattern of ice coverage and ice thickness you will observe on a grid prepared in Spotiton or chameleon versus the standard method? 






5. [1 POINTS] If you could add a feature to the chameleon or Spotiton, what would you add and why?
